NHS Test and Trace announced that all adults in       

households with school age children without       

symptoms can now access regular rapid (COVID-19) 

testing.

Tests are easy and completely free. Test kits can 

either be collected or ordered online. Children of 

primary school age (and below) without symptoms 

are not being asked to take a test. Secondary 

school students will continue to access testing 

through their school. There are different ways for 

a household, childcare or support bubble to collect 

their test to take at home, twice-weekly. These are: 

through your employer, by collecting a home kit 

from a local test site or by ordering a home kit 

online.
